This month | will conclude my series
of messages on "How God..." | only
hope these articles have been helpful
and meaningful to you and if there are
any topics or themes you would like me
to write about in future issues, please
contact me and | will do my best to
answer your questions or provide the
information you desire. Now, how God
reaches us.

Many years ago the London Daily
Mirror carried a story about an elite
community in Massachusetts. The reporter wrote about wealthy
neighbors who met for fellowship on Sunday mornings at the
town dump. These cultured people carted their week's trash in
their fancy cars to the dump, then stayed on to gossip and occa-
sionally pick out of the debris some item to take home. The writer
reported that at one dumping party they brought martinis and hors
d'ouvres for a Sunday morning get-together. Instead of fellowship
with one another at the Lord's house on the Lord's Day, these
people had fellowship with one another at the town dump. We get
what we go after. If fellowship with people is all we want, the town
dump may be as good as anyplace to go. If fellowship with the
almighty God is what we want, then the house of the Lord is the
place to go. A recurring problem is how and where we are to wor-
ship God. This was one of the problems faced by Moses and the
children of Israel. They would have never survived the years of
wilderness wanderings had God not accompanied them and
watched over them. The symbol of His presence in their midst
was the tabernacle. We often face two extremes when we come
to the hible's teaching on the tabernacle: one is to avoid it; the
other is to allegorize it and thus distort its meaning. We should

steer clear of both these extremes. The tabernacle presence of
God with the people of Israel was a central fact of their existence.
It was how God reached them. God reaches us in the symbols of
God. Symbols continue to remind us of God's presence with us.
Symbols have always been a part of worship. The most common
symbol in Christian worship is the cross, which reminds us of the
cost of our salvation. God also reaches us through service to Him.
Worship is not simply being reminded of the presence of God; it
also must manifest itself in service to God. The Lord never calls
us to do what we cannot do for Him. But He does call us to use
the skills with which we have been blessed in service to Him. And
finally, God reaches us through salvation from God. Salvation is
a result of worship. (Don't jump the gun, | know what you are
probably thinking, let me explain)! Salvation is the result of wor-
ship. The end result of worship is that we might know the salva-
tion of God. Worship is to bring us into communion and fellowship
with God. Salvation must come on God's terms, not on ours. God
tells us how He reaches us. He reaches us when we worship Him
according to His direction. Salvation is the gift of God's grace.
Salvation is the transformation of life. Goodness is not enough.
What we need is the salvation that God gives to us through the
transformation of life, a new birth, and salvation through Jesus
Christ. Whenever God reaches us in worship, we are once more
made aware that goodness is not enough, that the transformation
of life through salvation is needed, and that comes though faith in
Jesus Christ. God reaches us in worship. There in the presence
of God we can receive salvation from Him and enter into His serv-
ice. In worship God reaches us and our lives are made new.
Please worship God in the Lord's house of your choice, as you
are able.
