But his tremendous physical progress, academic
achievements and awards are only part of his story.
Timmy was born with an incredible singing voice and is well on
his way to becoming a celebrity. He performed his first solo at the
age of four, and he hasn't stopped singing since. He's performed
at hundreds of public events, including Philadelphia Eagles foot-
ball games, the East-West Shrine Game, the Governor of
Pennsylvania's inauguration and even at the White House.
Timmy's tenacious spirit and incredible voice have led to
numerous television appearances, including the CBS Early Show
and Access Hollywood. He performed live when he was featured

on the CBS Early Show's "Extraordinary People" segment; and
when he was selected to be featured on Access Hollywood, he
had the opportunity to meet celebrities and perform an impromptu
duet with Beyoncé Knowles during Grammy rehearsals.
