Little Connor Wright, or "C-Man" as clinic staff affectionately call
him, is no stranger to the Chicago Shriners Hospital. Born with a bi-
lateral cleft lip and palate, two-year-old Connor has since had surgery
to close the cleft. Now Connor can return to what he does best - riding
his bike and hitting the golf ball! 

Because of the requirements of cleft/craniofacial services, which
began in 2005 at Shriners Hospital for Children, many patients undergo
reconstructive surgery to repair upper lip and mouth irregularities.
Often times patients require subsequent ear, nose, teeth, and gum

treatment as a result of their facial
cleft. In an effort to ensure these
patients receive proper dental
care before and after surgery, the
Grottoes of North America have
joined with Shriners Hospitals for
Children to provide funding for
dentistry needs through their charity,
the Humanitarian Foundation. In
the past, Shriners Hospitals staff
referred patients to the Grottoes
for assistance, but in 2007 the
idea of  a partnership was

discussed and came about within the past year. 
On Friday, April 17th, members from the Grottoes team visited the

Chicago Shriners Hospital for a tour of the facility and a meeting with
members of the cleft/craniofacial team.

The Chicago hospital was chosen as the pilot location for the

Grottoes partnership, and on-site care coordinators work with families,
surgeons, and physicians to consult the patient's treatment needs and
determine the appropriate plan of action. John Randolph holds this
role in Chicago. Since each patient needs a sponsoring Grotto, or
"Doctor of Smiles", John works to arrange the support. To date more
than a dozen of our hospital's patients have received dentistry care
thanks to the Grottoes.

"We are pleased to join together as two Masonic philanthropies for
the common goal of helping children with cleft lip and palate. This will
help us ensure that the dental care needs of our patients are taken
care of between their visits to our hospitals," says CEO of Shriners
Hospitals for Children, Ralph Semb.

Dianna Bristle, Administrative Director for the Humanitarian
Foundation, noted how well the April visit went and expressed her
enthusiasm about the partnership: "I am thrilled that we're working
hand in hand - Shriners Hospitals and Grottoes."

The Smallest Marine  By:  Tommy Henshaw, P.P.

Saturday morning, April 25, 2009 was a very special day for one of our
real Jewels of Akdar, Noble Charlie Moss. 

Charlie Moss was honored for his military service by the Albert E.
Schwab Marine Detachment #857 at the Tulsa VFW. During World War II,
Noble Moss participated in 5 D-Day type landings in the Pacific Theatre.
Among them the Marshall Islands and Iwo Jima assault landings. His having
just survived one of these landings was a feat. Charlie also did a tour of
duty in Korea. 

The best story about Charlie is that as a 17-year-old Kansas boy he
wanted to join the Marines and fight for his country. But Charlie was too
small. The minimum size requirements to become a Marine were 5' 4" tall
and 112 lbs. Noble Moss was 5'4" tall, but only weighed 107 lbs. Sadly, the
Marine recruiter sent Charlie home, rejected by the Marine Corp. According
to Charlie, after a time of "drinking malts and eating something every time
he went through the family kitchen, one month later, Charlie returned to the
Marine recruiting office. This time he was successful in making the weight
requirements to join the Marine Corp. To his delight, Charlie made the
weight requirement with one pound to spare; He weighed in at a whopping
113 pounds. 

At that time, this earned Charlie the distinction as being, the smallest man to enlist in the Marine Corps. While Charlie's
stature may be slight, I assure you his courage is large.

Charlie entertained those assembled that Saturday morning with a couple of funny war stories and his rendition of the
poem "That Ragged Old Flag" that brought the house down. He received a roaring standing ovation from the Marines and
guests that were assembled on this Saturday morning in April. 

Fellow Akdarians, there is a special light in Charlie's eyes. If you haven't had the chance to experience him and shake
Noble Moss' hand, may I say to you, don't miss your next opportunity.

Charlie Moss is but one member of Akdar Shrine's Legion of Honor. Our Legion of Honor is made up of
men who came when our country called. Each have served our country honorably in a particular branch of
military service. There are lots of very interesting stories in the Legion of Honor. Take some time to get
acquainted with these true Jewels of Akdar. If you are a Veteran of Military service, why not get involved with
this unit?
