THE PROFIT IN TRIALS

Something that has irked me throughout all my years as a stu-
dent, and especially my time in Seminary, is tests. Teachers and
professors used to infuriate me by coming to class, tests in hand,
and say with a smile, "This is not intended to discourage you or
to make you nervous—it is simply to see what you know. It is a
learning experience." Actually, the only questions | remember are
those that | then missed! The bible draws a close parallel to this
illustration with its view of spiritual tests. These tests are designed
to purify our faith, produce patience, and perfect our character.
Let me attempt to help you with these three areas of discipline.
First, testing purifies faith. The test may be painful, but impurities
are removed. Our profit is that we learn in whom to believe. Next,
testing produces patience. We know good will come of an
unpleasant circumstance--we just wish it would hurry up. For this
we need patience. But patience is not simply the ability to endure
until our hopes are fulfilled, It is that steadfastness, that
endurance, that fortitude that conquers the problem. It does not
just wait for something else to happen. Spiritual trials become
spiritual victories when patience is allowed to have its perfect
work in us. And lastly, testing perfects character. Patience is
sometimes hindered from exercising its influence and achieving
its crowning triumphs in our lives. This happens when we grow
weary of trials and resort to questionable ways of extricating our-
selves. But if permitted to run its full course, patience, through the
trials of life, will do two things for a person. First. It will make a
person perfect. Now you might be thinking, "no one is perfect!"

Let me help you with my understand-
ing of the biblical teaching of the word
"perfect"” as it relates to human beings.
| do not use this word in the context of
sinlessness, for we are all sinners and
have come short of the glory of God,
but in the context of maturity, or being
fully developed. It is reaching the end
for which one is created. It refers to a
spirit mature in judgment and in under-
standing. Second, patience will make
a person complete. This completion refers to being perfectly
equipped. We acquire a growing strength that we might conquer
old sins. We become entirely fit to serve—fully grown, fully
equipped, and deficient in nothing. Buy our persevering in trials,
God completes a remarkable work in our lives. If through these
trials we depend on the grace of God, we become entirely fit to
serve, fully grown, fully equipped, and deficient in nothing. Let us
then turn to God as our source of strength. Now that | have
peaked your curiosity, please read the first chapter of the book of
James in the Bible for more enlightenment. Does verse 27 remind
you of anything?

cut. Included is a 4% cut for the 2010 Budget.
With these cuts, our Staff has worked hard to
make things as smooth as possible. Times are
tough at the hospital and morale is low. The
Hospital continues to have resignations, retire-
ments, and some staff terminations. But, all in
all, the doctors and nurses are very busy and
the children keep them upbeat.

New applications are a few less than last
year. Our Avg. Daily Census is average 12.5
with a length of stay at 2.9.

One of the items we have had to look at is
the maintaining the present building. While we
anticipate the building of a new hospital in the
future, we have to keep the present facility up-
to-date. We have all of the credentials that we
must pass in order to keep the present hospital
open and operating. A steam generator for the
flash sterilizer in Sterile Processing, Unity
Software Program, Back-up Hard Drive for the
main computer, Required building upgrades
per the joint Commission survey, and so on
and so forth. We must maintain our building.

As you can see, while we are keeping an
eye on the future so we can go ahead and build
our new hospital some time, and at the same
time we must maintain our present building and
keep it up to standards.
