Recorder’s Message



First, I must say that I sincerely
believe that every member of our
great fraternity and their families
believe in a Supreme Creator.

The Bible begins with one of the most dynamic and controversial
statements ever made: "In the beginning God."

The moon is just right for the earth as it controls the
thermostat for the earth. When I note all these things, I have
